Erection dwellings with a minimum of 1 or maximum of 3 net detached
dwellings.

Object:
We object for the reasons listed below;


· The access offers inadequate Ingress and egress and site lines. There are existing parking/traffic issues within this area with cars parked up to the junction of Pound lane on a daily basis. The proposed access road is within very close proximity to a staggered junction where there is persistently heavy parking and also a number of motor accidents over the years. This development with an expected number of at least 9 cars attached to the houses and delivery vehicles would present an additional hazard. 

· This is inappropriate development within the Green Belt with insufficient parking on site. This type of development would have a huge impact to neighbouring properties with the proposed access road being detrimental to several houses in Pound Lane which have very short gardens that back onto the site and to the side of it. The traffic to and from the development would represent an unreasonable intrusion, limiting the enjoyment of their property which could potentially be devalued. We therefore fully support any neighbouring objections.

· We believe there to be numerous historical issues on the land, and the known presence of dene holes which have not been referenced within the application and would therefore request a comprehensive geological survey to take place.

· The site is subject to previous flooding issues.

Furthermore, we note a number of changes from the original application to this ‘resubmission’.

We note the new entrance has not been confirmed by an LDC as was requested at the time.
