Comment only:
We note the extensive planning history for this property which although percentages have not been provided it is clearly considerably enlarged over the initial dwelling. However, we note that there has been a previous approval for a conversion from a garage to a library and although the current application includes a modest bay window this would not overlook the neighbours property and would be aesthetically acceptable.

If Permitted Development rights are still in force we would recommend these be removed to prevent any further development to the dwelling.

Comment only:
We note that this property has had previous extensions and also benefits from a conservatory. There are no measurements provided to assist in our calculations of the current percentage increase, however we appreciate that the floor area of the new kitchen will occupy the floor area of the existing conservatory and the first floor rear extension will extend to the limit of the previous ground floor extension. We appreciate that there is no alteration to the current street scene and we note the level of consistent positive support from the neighbours and as we have no knowledge of any floor area or volumetric increase if Sevenoaks are minded to approve this then we have no objection.
