Furthermore, we note with interest that an archaeological survey should have been specified as a condition and we would seek retrospective action to address this important issue.

Comment only:
We fully appreciate the extensive material supplied in support of this application with the intention of producing a very ecofriendly high specification property.

We acknowledge the very modern design that would appear to sit comfortably in the current, well screened location but would hope that any artificial lighting would be kept at a modest level to avoid any neighborhood intrusion

We have checked with Sevenoaks and have established that ‘Byways’ falls outside of the village envelope as per the latest Urban Confines' map. We were unable to find any reference to this in any of the documentation submitted with the application.

We note with interest that the critical drainage issue has been addressed however we would like confirmation that proposal has the capacity to deal with the occasional very heavy downpours known to happen in the area in view of the large overall catchment area.

We are aware that current updates to the NPPF may be relevant to this application and trust that the officer will analyse the suppled data to establish the validity of the submitted design. We note that the tradeoffs are outside of the technical boundaries as some of the outbuildings are located more than 5 meters away from the original dwelling.


If Sevenoaks are minded to grant this application we would request that Permitted Development rights be removed for the entire site and we support any relevant neighbour concerns.
