Additional information following comments from KCC Ecology, KCC Highways and
Sevenoaks Tree Officer. The driveway has been moved away from TPO Tree and Visibility
splays information provided. Ecology information provided as per the comments received.

Comment only:
Whilst we appreciate the consideration given to the root protection area in accordance with the arboricultural officers comments, we note that no detail has been given to works to the tree itself. We appreciate that some shortening to the branches will be necessary and we therefore request that the Tree officers opinion is sought prior to any works taking place.

In view of the age of the property it is likely that it relies on cesspool drainage and the construction of which may have suffered in the same way as the property itself. 

We would like to reiterate our previous comments that from the drawings it would appear that the brick outbuilding is more than 5 metres from the main dwelling and therefore cannot be included within the footprint calculations, therefore the 50% rule should be strictly enforced.

If the planning officer agrees with this view we would ask that any further applications do not exceed what has previously been agreed for the adjacent property to the rear.

We hope that Sevenoaks will ensure the applicants adhere to the environmental time constraints regarding works to the brick built sheds.

We reiterate our request for removal of all Permitted Development rights should Sevenoaks be minded to grant this application.
